Environmental News 
10,000 gallons of benzene pumped 

from toxic Lake Erie Shipwreck

LAKE ERIE — Salvage of toxic cargo from a 
sunken barge has begun in western Lake Erie, 
where the U.S. Coast Guard this weekend offloaded 
10,000 gallons of chemicals from the 78-year-old 
polluting shipwreck. 

Between midnight and 5:30 a.m. Saturday, Nov. 21, 
crews pumped benzene from the first of 8 holds 
inside the Argo, a tanker barge that sunk with up to 
4,700 barrels of petroleum-based chemicals aboard 
in 1937. 

"They are calling that tank completed," said Chief 
Petty Officer Thomas McKenzie, with the Coast 
Guard in Toledo. 

For the past month, the Coast Guard and Ohio 
Environmental Protection Agency have been 
examining the Argo, which rests in about 45 feet of 
water 8 miles east of Kelley's Island Shoal. The 
wreck, discovered by an amateur diver in August, 
prompted an emergency investigation when divers 
noticed a strong solvent odor in the water. 

The National Oceanic and Atmospheric 
Administration (NOAA) has described the Argo as 

the worst pollution threat from a Great Lakes 
shipwreck. 

The Coast Guard shipped in six 21,000-gallon steel 
tanks specially designed to hold chemicals like 
benzene, a buoyant, flammable industrial chemical 
used in making plastic. Toluene, Xylene and trace 
elements of petroleum were confirmed through 
sample testing, according to the Coast Guard. The 
mixture is consistent with the chemical makeup of 
benzole, a vintage petroleum product. 

Historical records are vague on exactly what 
chemicals are on board and where they are located 
in the sunken ship. Cargo records are lost for the 
Argo, which historians say was operating illegally 
when it sank. The sampling process is ongoing as 
crews tackle the toxic cargo tank by tank. 

Estimates vary on how much cargo is trapped on 
board. Old newspaper accounts say 4,700 barrels, 
which equates to about 197,400 gallons. 

"Our first priority is to get the benzene out," 
McKenzie said. "That's the biggest threat. We're 
still trying to figure out which of the eight tanks 
carries what." 

The offloading process involves pumping water into 
the wreck and forcing the chemical into a second 
hose that carries it topside, where the mix of 
benzene and lake water is tanked and filtered to 
remove flammable vapors. Crews on the surface are 
working in Hazmat gear to avoid exposure. 

Assuming the weather cooperates, a second tank 
should be drained of its contents later this week. A 
timetable for unloading the entire toxic cargo is 
entirely dependent on the weather, but McKenzie 
said the hope is to finish before winter strikes in 
earnest. Response efforts have been hampered by 
rough weather over the past few weeks. 
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A small amount of the chemical was released into 
the lake on Nov. 4 when divers removing marine 
growth to study the hull inadvertently opened a 
small hole around a rivet. The hole was patched and 
the divers were examined in the hospital as a 
precaution, McKenzie said. 

Since then, monitors on the surface have not 
detected any leaks, he said. 

The response effort involves about 23 Coast Guard 
personnel and another 22 civilians, 10 of them 
divers with T&T Marine Salvage out of Roseville, 
Mich. 

A 1-mile safety perimeter has been established 
around the wreck site. No vessels may enter without 
permission of the Coast Guard.

Divers raise wreckage of Confederate 
warship in 5-ton chunks

After 150 years at the bottom of the Savannah 
River, the armored skeleton of the Confederate 
warship CSS Georgia is being raised to the surface 
one 5-ton chunk at a time. 

Navy divers who began working in late June to 
recover cannons, unexploded shells and other 
artifacts from the riverbed finally started midweek 
on their last major task — retrieving an estimated 
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250,000 pounds of the Civil War ironclad's armored 
siding. 

The CSS Georgia was scuttled by its own crew to 
prevent Gen. William T. Sherman from capturing 
the massive gunship when his Union troops took 
Savannah in December 1864. Still classified as a 
captured enemy vessel by the Navy, the remains of 
the Confederate ironclad are being salvaged as part 
of a $703 million deepening of the Savannah harbor 
for cargo ships. 

"The historical significance is evident in everything 
we do," Chief Warrant Officer 3 Jason Potts, the 
Navy's on-scene commander, said Wednesday as 
his crew prepared to start raising the first of three 
giant slabs of armor. 

The CSS Georgia was a crude example of the first 
armored warships designed during the Civil War to 
stand up to cannon and artillery fire. Its 1,200-ton 
frame was built using three layers of timber topped 
with 24-foot strips of railroad iron. 

Having sections of the Georgia's armor for study 
should reveal more about how the Confederacy 
compensated for the South's lack of an industrial 
base when it came to building ships and other war 
machines. 

"A lot of these ironclads are built by house 
carpenters, they're not built by shipwrights," said 
Jeff Seymour, historian and curator for the National 
Civil War Naval Museum in Columbus. "So what 
are the construction techniques? They vary from 
ship-to-ship." 

The Georgia proved so bulky its own engines were 
too weak to propel it against the Savannah River's 
currents. The Confederates anchored the ironclad 
off Old Fort Jackson as a floating gun battery. It 
was sunk without ever firing a shot in combat. 

After months of preparation work by underwater 
archaeologists, Navy divers from the Virginia 
Beach-based Mobile Diving Salvage Unit 2 arrived 
in late June. 

Their first task was to raise 132 unexploded shells 
— both cannonballs and rifled shells shaped like 
large bullets — found scattered across the wreckage 
site. Using a crane mounted on a barge, they also 
pulled up four cannons weighing 1,000 to 10,000 
pounds apiece. 

Other artifacts soon emerged from 40 feet or more 
of water: a flywheel, a pump and sections of the 
steamship's boiler. Perhaps most impressive, the 
Georgia's propeller was recovered intact and still 
attached to the long shaft that turned it. 

"We don't just simply want to bring it all back to the 
surface," Potts said. "We want to bring it back 
intact. So we go to the maximum effort to make 
sure we don't rip these things apart on the way up." 

The three large sections of the Georgia's armored 
casemate, however, proved too heavy to raise 
without cutting them down into smaller pieces. 
They're being separated into about 20 total chunks, 
each measuring about 4 feet by 24 feet and 
weighing roughly 5 tons. 

After a century and a half, Potts said, most of the 
ship's wooden hull has rotted away. But the railroad 
iron remains essentially glued together by mud and 
silt from the riverbed. The crew uses a crane-held 
tool with a long, flat blade to slide between the iron 
strips and pry apart chunks of the armor. 

A web of slings is then attached to the slab of armor 
to ensure its weight is evenly distributed as the 
crane lifts it from the river. 

With river currents typically limiting divers to less 
than three hours underwater each day, Potts 
estimates it will take his team nearly a month to 
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raise all of the armored siding. That's at a rate of 
roughly one 5-ton chunk per day. 

All artifacts from the CSS Georgia are being sent to 
the Conservation Research Laboratory at Texas 
A&M University in College Station, Texas, for 
cataloging and preservation. The Navy hasn't said 
where those artifacts will ultimately reside.
